those battles. On October 15, 2010 Gover-
nor Deval Patrick signed legislation applying

federal matching funds (a.k.a. FMAP funds)
to Home Care. $7.1 million was released into
Home Care, and almost 2,000 people came
off the waiting list for Home Care as a result.
This significant victory was a long time com-
ing, and we traveled a long winding road just
to get to this point.

In 2006, after five years of advocacy, the
Massachusetts legislature passed the Equal
Choice Bill, requiring the state to provide
long-term care services in the least restrictive
setting—Medicaid dollars will “follow the
person” to provide services in the community
where possible. MSAC was a key advocate
in the successful passage of this law, which
guaranteed Mass Health recipients a choice
for the setting of their long term care and
created a long term care options counseling
program to inform individuals about commu-
nity-based long term care options.

Here it is five years later and MSAC is still
fighting for the full implementation of this
law. For the past several years MSAC mem-
bers have been tirelessly advocating to obtain
enough funding for long term care in the least
restrictive setting, through the Community
First program (getting people off the wait-
ing list for home care services), and funding
for a Long-Term Care Options Counseling
Program (so that many seniors could stay out
of the nursing home because they knew they

had a choice). MSAC finally won the broader

launch of the counseling program in Spring
2010.

During the most recent part of our campaign,
members relentlessly visited their representa-
tives, targeting Senators during the Senate

budget process, and then targeting Conference

Committee members. Groups handed out
flyers, and ran more than one signature cam-
paign, One action in March/April 2010 run
by MSAC members carried the message that

“we have waited long enough” for these newly

promised services to be funded so they could
actually begin. The action was entitled “Stop
Stringing Us Along”—bits of string were at-

tached to hundreds of signed postcards, which

were then delivered to the legislators’ offices
by MSAC members.

In mid-June about 50 Mass Senior Action
members again traveled the corridors of the
MA State House to visit their legislators, ask-
ing them to support several items in the pend-
ing state budget, including funding for Long
Term Care Counseling program (which could

keep folks out of a nursing home), and funding

for home care (to eliminate the waiting list of
over 3,000 seniors). (see photo)

The work of MSAC members paid off. The
Massachusetts legislature committed to fund-
ing the Home Care Long Term Care Options
Screening, Home Care for people not yet
eligible for nursing homes (there were over
3,000 people on the waiting list at this point),
and ECOP (home care for people rather than
nursing home care).

But it was a bittersweet victory, because the

approved budget made full funding contin-
gent upon receiving Federal Medical Assis-
tance Percentages (FMAP) funds, which are
basically federal matching funds for Massa-
chusetts’ medical and social services. Sena-
tor Scott Brown and others in the US Senate
tried very hard to prevent an expected exten-
sion of FMAP funds from being released.
Although Governor Patrick did veto the
language that made the options counseling
program contingent on FMAP funding, and

secured ongoing money for this program,
Home Care was going to take a significant
cut without the FMAP funds, and this would
lead to a significant increase in the already
large waiting list.

So MSAC members turned our focus upon
US Senator Scott Brown and his refusal to
support the FMAP extension. If FMAP was
not approved by Congress, Massachusetts
would be forced to reopen the budget and
make very deep, painful cuts to Medicaid
and other programs, causing great harm to
Medicaid and other vital home and commu-
nity-based services for seniors in our state.
However, Senator Brown said he could

not vote for the FMAP extension because

it would “increase the deficit and includes
higher taxes”.

Members recalled that when Senator Brown
ran for office, he declared, “This is not Ted
Kennedy’s seat, this is the People’s Seat”,
so they held a June rally to ask why Brown
would treat that seat more like a toilet seat,
flushing away $608 million in federal sup-
port, and refusing to listen to the very people
that he was placed in that seat to represent.
(see photo) They asked Brown to do the
right thing for his constituents, and vote to
bring back roughly $608 million in federal
funds to support Medicaid and other critical
programs in Massachusetts.

Despite Brown’s continued lack of support,
ultimately the FMAP extension was passed.
Then it was up to the Massachusetts Leg-
islature to decide how to handle the $683
million that was sent to the Commonwealth.
Legislators made attempts to move the fund-
ing forward during the informal summer
session, but one lone representative, Karen
Polito, managed to prevent forward move-
ment for a time. More pressure was needed.

By Labor Day, the waiting list to get into
the state’s home care program had swelled
to 3,500 seniors—but millions in federal
money to relieve the pressure sat inside the

State House, unspent. On August 18, 2010,
a group of 7 major elderly rights groups sent
a letter to the legislative leadership in the
General Court, urging them to restore more
than $15 million that was cut by Gover-
nor Deval Patrick when the U.S. Congress
initially failed to passed the FMAP funding.
(Mass Home Care, AARP Massachusetts,
Mass Senior Action, Mass Councils On Ag-
ing, Mass Association of Older Americans,
1199 SEIU Healthcare Workers East, and the
MA Council for Home Care Aide
Services signed this letter.)

But they needed a little more
prodding.

On October 7, 2010, 50 MSAC
senior activists rallied at the
State House, wearing life pre-
servers stuffed with fake money,
advocating for the release of the
FMAP funds to support crucial
services for vulnerable seniors.
Seniors advocated for the imme-
diate passage of the supplemental
budget being considered by leg-
islators, including approximately
$15 million for immediate release
into senior programs, which would help the
thousands of seniors waiting for home care
services, who did not have the luxury of
waiting until January when the Legislature
was back in formal session. (see photo)

Senior activists delivered “FMAP Keys” to
the offices of state legislators, urging legisla-
tors to “unlock” funding and restore devas-
tating cuts made to services for vulnerable
seniors and others. The group also focused
on Rep. Karen Polito, who had vowed to
block the House from enacting the supple-
mental budget.

This visible and vocal member action did
the trick. The next day, a supplemental state
budget was passed, using FMAP funds to
restore a portion of originally appropriated
home care funding.

One battle, one victory. But the larger
problem remains. Approximately 120,000
people are admitted to nursing homes every
year in Massachusetts. 100,000 of these
people are Mass Health members being
discharged from hospitals, most of whom
would avoid placement in nursing facilities
if adequate home-based services were avail-
able. Countless studies have revealed that
the cost of supporting individuals in their
own homes is far less expensive than sup-
porting those same individuals in a facility.

MSAC members’ vision is to ensure that
“home care for all” becomes a reality in
Massachusetts, so that seniors and oth-

ers with disabilities can have the choice to
receive care in the least restrictive settings,
with an appropriately trained work force.

A very active Home Care Committee, with
members from five chapters, drives MSAC’s
statewide homecare advocacy work and
meets regularly to evaluate progress, strat-
egize with allies and identify new tactics and
next steps.

BUILDING A TENANTS’ ASSOCIATION:

ONE STORY

When HUD created subsidized housing for
elders, it was inevitable that certain chal-
lenges would confront those who came to
live there. In some of these developments,
the owners, managers, and staff act as if they
are in charge of not only the building, but
also the tenants—Ilosing sight of their mission
to provide a safe living environment. When
confronted with this situation, some residents
believe it is easier to cater to the building
personnel in hopes of earning benefits or
privileges—people this story refers to as “The
Guardians”. Still other residents find the situ-
ation as a violation of their rights and believe
the only way to achieve an improved qual-
ity of life is to ensure residents have a voice.
This divide among residents can become
very destructive to all involved. The follow-
ing is the story of a group of residents who
organized to change their environment by
ensuring all residents have a voice and were
empowered by knowing their rights and how
to exercise them.

By the time we first contacted Mass
Senior Action, our building had become

a toxic environment full of abuse, unfair-
ness, and retaliation. Management and
staff seemed to retaliate against anyone
who objected to the current system or who
didn’t fit in, up to and including eviction.
Tenants living under this kind of continual
threat and stress were experienc-
ing serious physical and emotion-
al consequences.

When these problems first began,
we had formed a tenant associa-
tion to work on addressing these
issues. We decided to solicit
outside help to aid us in combat-
ing these issues. The community
organizer we called on attempted
to enlist the residents of our
building in an action to dismiss
the management company. How-
ever, in making this suggestion it
was clear that there was no effort
to develop the organization we
had built nor to understand the
needs of residents and build our
voice. The small group of advo-
cates who decided to work with
this organizer could not make any
headway in the face of strong op-
position by management. Tenants
voted instead to elect a new lead-
ership consisting of five people
to serve as a Steering Committee,
with the goal of working with
management towards improving
management/tenant relationships. Our
strategy would be to work with manage-
ment on issues such as training staff,
while at the same time building strength
and cohesion among the tenants.
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We chose this mission statement to help
guide us: “Dignity, respect, health and
well-being of all residents; for mutual
support, social and educational activities,
and to collaborate with Management.”

We held meetings on the second Tuesday
of every month. The meetings were open
to all residents, there were no dues (we
wanted to be inclusive), and decisions
were made by majority vote. The mem-

bers of the Steering Committee worked
together, also by majority vote, to carry
out the wishes of the Association. In our
meetings, we encouraged people to state
their needs and wishes, and we periodi-
cally wrote to management listing these.

Despite initial reluctance and resistance
by management, we began to see re-
sults. They were small things—a bul-
letin board was put up, electrical timers
were installed to restrict the hours in the
laundry room to allow nearby residents
normal hours of quiet. Some requests
were rejected arbitrarily, but we satisfied
ourselves with small victories.

However, conflict in our building caused
some of our meetings to become unpleas-
ant when residents used them to attack
each other or just complain about what
the Association had or had not done. We
tried to offset that by shifting our focus
and bringing in interesting speakers and
information so that residents would take
pleasure in and get benefits from our
meetings.

Nevertheless, over time it was clear that
many residents were still fearful of man-
agement and staff. We did not know how
to begin new social activities, for fear
that anyone involved would be harassed
by “the Guardians” (a group of residents
protective of management and led by
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WHAT WE ACCOMPLISHED:

1) Held fast to a vision of
working as a team towards the
best interests of all residents

2) Built up a sense of trust and
cohesion 1n our core members

3) Broke through the 1solation

4) Sought help from outside
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bullies) and/or staff.

When new owners put a new manage-
ment system into place, the Association
decided it was a good time to invite the
new area supervisor to come and speak
to the Association. At that time, and with
full participation by the Steering Com-
mittee, we outlined our concerns and
issues and presented them to the new
supervisor. He agreed that people could
turn to him with unresolved problems
and without fear of retaliation. However,
one member of the Steering Committee
who had fully participated in our deci-
sions chose to speak out against them
and work with “the Guardians” to try and
seek the dissolution of the Association.

We felt that the Association was under
siege and we did not know what step to
take next.

We felt we needed an outside source of
support, but did not know a suitable agen-
cy. Our feeling was that the kind of pres-
sures we were experiencing were simply
intolerable, and that management would
continue this as long as their behavior was
not exposed. One of the Association lead-
ers turned to a public health nurse who
had spoken to the Association. She then
brought the problem to the attention of the
local Council on Aging, and the COA was
very helpful. First, the director of the COA
met with the new area supervisor of the
management company and made clear to
him that the problems in the development
were in fact among the worst in the city.
Second, the COA introduced the Tenants’
Association to Mass Senior Action.

Here is what we had accomplished:

* First, all but one of the members of the
Steering Committee held fast to a vision of
working as a team towards the best inter-
ests of all residents. We were resolved to
change management and staff practices so
that they respected the needs of the resi-
dents, and responded to those needs. We
discussed every issue and we went over ev-
ery document before it left our hands. We
supported each other during difficult times
and we shared responsibilities.

« Second, in a building of
about 90 residents, we man-
aged to have about 30 resi-
dents attend our meetings on
a regular basis. We listened to
their concerns and needs, we
followed up, and we reported
to them on what we had done
in some detail. Despite oppo-
sition by management, staff,
and the Guardians, we built up
a sense of trust and cohesion
in our core members.

* Third, by bringing in speak-
ers from outside, we started to
break the isolation which had
given so much inappropriate
power to management, staff,
and the Guardians.

* Fourth, we recognized that
we had reached the limits of
our abilities, sought help from
the outside and were able to
find support there, including
the city nurse, the mayor, the
Council on Aging, and Mass
Senior Action.

VOSSOSO SOOI OOOOOON

Our experience with the Mass Senior Ac-
tion organizer, Pam Edwards, has been ex-
tremely valuable. Her extensive experience
in helping other tenant groups to organize
allowed us to see that we were facing the
same issues as others. She showed us how
to use the rights of tenants under HUD
rules. We were able to focus anew on the
serious and continuing issues and take up
battles that we could not lose under those
rules. For example, when one of the Guard-
ians said that the manager was working
with her to help dissolve the Tenant As-
sociation, I called the area supervisor and

Preserving Public Housing:
The PETRA and RHRA Proposals
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Affordable housing is a lifeline for
thousands of seniors, people with dis-
abilities, and families living on limited
incomes. Without it many would be un-
able to keep a roof over their heads and
certainly would not be able to provide
for their other basic needs like food and
clothing. Nonetheless years of neglect-
ed repairs and inadequate maintenance
is threatening the future of public hous-
ing across the nation.

The Boston Housing Authority, the
largest Housing Authority in Massa-
chusetts, estimates that its housing is in
need of more than $500 million in capi-
tal repairs (large repairs like elevators,
roofs, heating systems) over the next
five years alone. However, the BHA
only receives about $24 million annu-
ally through HUD's capital fund pro-
gram, and a portion of that money must
be used to support general operations,
maintenance, and administrative costs,
leaving only about $14 million per year
for capital work. The Boston Housing
Authority is not alone as it faces such
overwhelming costs to preserve its af-
fordable housing stock—BHA'’s situ-
ation reflects the challenge of public
housing authorities who have suffered
years of under-funding and now strug-
gle to maintain even basic standards in
their housing developments.

Public housing authorities (PHAs) con-
tinue to propose strategies to preserve
their housing. Without significant re-
sources, many developments will face
closure due to substandard conditions.
Since the future of public housing is
on the line it is imperative that action
be taken at the federal level to renew
our commitment to maintaining quahty
affordable housing opportunities in our
communities.

Several proposals are currently being
discussed at the federal level. We need
to monitor these proposals and also
ensure that residents in public housing
authorities across Massachusetts have
an opportunity to participate in the dis-
cussion to ensure protection of resident
rights in the long-term preservation and
commitment to maintaining affordable
housing.

HUD’s Preservation, Enhancement and
Transformation of Rental Assistance
(PETRA) proposal, which the agency
presented as part of its FY 11 budget
request to Congress, is an attempt to
address these issues. As proposed,
PETRA would have started in FY11
with the conversion of 300,000 mostly
public housing units into this new
rental assistance framework. HUD has
stated that most of HUD’s 4.6 million
assisted units would eventually con-
vert to PETRA. Converted units would
receive increased subsidies, with which
they could seek private funds to main-
tain and update units; residents would

have a “resident choice option” that
would allow them to move from their
unit with a voucher after two years; and
HUD would gain authority to stream-
line various aspects of all of its rental
programs, regardless of whether they
convert to a new subsidy stream.

The plan raised several concerns
among tenants and housing advocates.
Under PETRA, public housing would
become reliant on private finance capi-
tal, open to foreclosure and bankruptcy,
private ownership and operation, and
could result in the loss of tenant rights
and units. This could be devastating for
several reasons:

1) If public housing is no longer owned
by public entities, the federal govern-
ment’s commitment to this vital re-
source is likely to diminish;

2) Strong protections for tenant rights
are more difficult to institute and main-
tain when housing is owned and oper-
ated by non-governmental agencies;

3) Rents in these units could increase
from 30 percent of resident income to
higher Section 8 Average Median In-
come formulas;

4)There may be a massive loss of af-
fordable units as contracts expire on
mortgaged units.

In October of 2010, U.S. Representa-
tive Ellison submitted a new proposal,
the Rental Housing Revitalization Act
of 2010 (RHRA). While advocates and
tenants are still working to analyze this
new RHRA proposal, is clear this pro-
posal attempts to address resident con-
cerns that were submitted in response
to the original PETRA. RHRA dis-
cusses ideas to preserve tenant rights,
retain properties as public entities,
ensure long term affordability of units,
replace units on a one-to-one basis after
they are converted, and preserve the
tenant’s right to return without being
re-screened after a unit is converted to
RHRA.

Whether the RHRA proposal poses a
threat or an opportunity depends on
who you ask. Opponents believe that
tenants’ rights are not sufficiently pro-
tected. Major fears have arisen around
whether RHRA would replicate the
mortgage crisis or risk expiring use.
Others fear that the mission-based
goals and accountability that comes
with a public entity will be replaced
with profit-based goals and the closed
doors that come with a private entity.
Supporters believe that the choice and
mobility for tenants, paired with a way
to use scarce funds more efficiently,
makes this bill a good solution.

Mass Senior Action is learning more
about the recently released RHRA, its
impact on residents, and how residents
feel about these changes. By allow-
ing private money to be used for public
housing, will it change public housing’s

priorities and put at risk the homes we
live in and our rights as tenants? Or
will it bridge a very large financial gap
that threatens to leave our homes in
disrepair and saves public housing?

We need you to weigh in on this issue,
because one night you may be living in
public housing and the next night it will
have been converted to an RHRA unit.
It is up to us to ensure that this change
is one that helps us all.

said that under HUD rules any interference
with the Association was a violation of
tenant rights. He said he would immediate-
ly direct the Manager to cease her interfer-
ence.

Pam helped us to see that the way to break
the alliance of the Guardians and manage-
ment was to force management and staff
to stop meddling in the social and personal
lives of residents. We had to teach them

to maintain appropriate boundaries. This
would take away the power of the Guard-
ians and the bullies, and although we prob-
ably could not change a bully, we could
choose our own responses.

The fact that we are now connected with
the larger Mass Senior Action Council is
also vitally important. Management in fact
said they had a healthy respect for MSAC
because of their ability to rally support and
to picket opponents. The owners have a
stake in maintaining a good reputation!

A year ago, | had practically no experi-
ence as an organizer or community leader.
I’ve been making it up as I went along.
However, I do know that in a conflict or

a negotiation, the weaker partner needs
allies. Until HUD does inspections on the
rights of tenants and not just on how well
the building is maintained, tenants need to
organize, persist, and reach out for sup-
port and guidance as well as for leverage
against the strength of management.

We are still working to improve things in
our development but I feel like we have
come a long way and that we have the sup-
port we need to keep moving forward. We
have learned a lot of new strategies and
realized that if we stay focused on advo-
cating for our rights that a lot of the other
problems get resolved in the process.

A Tenants Association is like riding a bike:
sometimes it is hard to go uphill, some-
times you can coast downhill, but you
have to keep moving or you fall down!
